New Business:
Clean Water Act:

Paul Calvert: The Wildlife Federation is backing a movement to restore the Clean Water Act back to its original 1972 intent. River and Stream Fact Sheets:

Gravel Mining Bill in Legislature:
Paul C: Representative Loehner has reintroduced his gravel removal bill in the state legislature. It is House Bill 246. Under the bill any individual could remove up to 5000 tons of gravel per site per year without a permit. Under the bill in order to report illegal gravel mining activity you have to give them the legal location of the site and your name. Miners on the other hand have to do no reporting of any kind. The bill would also allow contractors to mine for a county or private landowner under the rules and only have to pay a set fee annually.
Bob Temper: February 17th is MO votes conservation lobby day in Jefferson City, MO. He will be in Jefferson City along with other groups leading the fight against this bill.
